College Begins Its Eleventh
Year
First Chapel Service

Connecticut Colilege opened for its
eleventh year with a chapel service
at nine o'clock on Wednesday morn-
ing, September 22, The Academic Pro-
cession marched to their places in cap
and gown. The service was ‘led by
President Marshall.

In his remarks to the new and the
returning classes, he stated that the
progressing world is one which youth
has done much to build—that many of
the great figures of history accomplish-
ed the work for which we remember
them, before they attained the age of
thirty years. And to us, as a part of
youth, the opportunities of the world
belong as much as to any in the past,
in so far as our capabilities and earn-
estness of purpose entitle us to them.

These rights are earned, however,
and not passively conferred. It is the
function of higer education to make
youth realize its responsibilities and
the glorious possibilities of its powers,
and to direct these, so far as it is able,
toward fulfi‘lment.

Certain manifestations of the times
make us wonder if youth is today
worthy of the high place that has been
its possession in the past. An extreme
devotion toward the enjoyment of sup-
erficial  pleasures,—bridge, moving=-
pictures, automobiles, transient pleas-
ures all of them—apparently color the
life of today. But the cultivation ‘of
pleasure, simply for its own sake, is
not the aim of higher education and
of college.

These are significant days, when a
great group of young people are en-
tering the co'leges and universities of
the world, to prepare themselves to
take up thg duties of responsible citi-
zenship, and it is for them to realize
the seriousness of their purpose.

At the close of the President’s ad-
dress, [Dr. Leib made announcement
of the change in his duties to the
Director of Admissions, and the trans-
ference of those as Registrar to Miss
Milton, whose office is in the room ad-
jacent to the former office of the
Registrar.

HYGIENE COURSE IS
REVISED

This yvear we find that the Course in
Hygiene which is required of Fresh-
men has undergone some <changes
which are quite radical in form, In-
stead of the weekly lecture and ocea-
sional quiz, the class is being conduct-
ed more like the “Art of Living”
course. Many of the departments will
be represented by members of the
faculty who will point out the rela-
tion of this subject to health educa-
tion. It can easily be seen that the
word hygiene is being used here in its
broadest sense, the science of right
living. President Marshall opened the
course with a talk on Budgeting
Time and how this should contribute
to right living. The classes are to
meet in the gym for lecture approxi-
mate?y every other week. At each
meeting of the class, the students will
be assigned outside work. On the al-
ternate weeks they will meet in small

As the group most highly privi-
leged in the disinterested examination
of all human problems, it seems right
that we should be held responsible for
the opinions that shall mold the life
of our own day and set the stage for
the succeeding acts in the drama of
man’s development.

Everyone will agree that this is our
logical position, but what of our capa-
bilities for filing it? Were life so
simple that our problems could be
specialized, individual, and wkll-de-
fined, the solution would be compara-
tively easy. But our life is not so
simple—we cannot aoct within an iso-
lated niche and so fulfill our duty to
our fellows. We are citizens not only
of a great and complex nation, but of
the world. We are responsible mem-
bers of human society, and all its prob-
lems are ours in so far as we are
capable of dealing with them—and if
we, the highest level of society, are
not so capable, to whom may the world
appeal?

Then let us look critically at our-
selves for a moment, perhaps not so
much as Freshmen, but as Juniors and
Senjors. How are we fitted to assume
the responsibilities soon to be con-
ferred upon us? Probably at best we
have simply come to realize our total
inadequacy for dealing with the prob-
lems to which the present day is im-
peratively demanding answers. No
doubt very many more of us do not
even know that the problems exist.

However great the shortcomings of
its citizens, the world nevertheless is
confronting them with the gravest sit-
uations, ruthless conditions which can
be combatted only on a basis of com-
plete realization and understanding.

As college people then, it is our duty
to become more fully self-conscious of
our position and our responsibilities,
and in so doing we may find them to
be more serious and more imperative
than we have dreamed.

THE BOOK SHELF

“ROUGH JUSTICE”
By C. E. Montague

“Rough Justic” is one of those Eng-
lish novels that wonder what, after
all, England is coming to, with so-
cialism, the new political power of the
laborers, and the carelessness of the
younger generation. After propound-
ing this old, old question, Montague
finds his =solution in the Great War
which gives England a social, political,
and economic rebirth. Save for the
section dealing with the war, Monta-
gue is most reminiscent of Galswor-
thy. Lacking Galsworthy’s vigour and
irony, Montague, nevertheless, pos-
sesses much of his social philosophy,
and his beauty of expression. Mon-
tague writes -deftly and surely. He
has a polished style, and a rare abil-
ity in choosing graceful and beautiful
figures of speech.

The real interest in the book lies in
a rather remarkable character study.
Throughout the youth of Bron, the
hero, he admired with an intensity
amounting almost to worship, a cou-
sin of his. 'Victor was a boy who
could always say the clever thing,
turn other’s words into mere nothings,
become ennobled by an experience in
a Boy's School rather than being
deadened. Bron who was rather spir-
itual by nature would find his seri-
ous thoughts twisted into a joke by
Victor’s biting irony and yet the more
Victor teased him, the greater grew
Bron’s love for him. The war hurt
Bron far less in taking his arm than
it did when it toppled his hero into
the dust. The war was never meant
for such as Victor. Used to being the
hero of more than one boy’s life, e
suddenly found himself a raw recruit
without the stamina to stand the gru-
elling work of digging trenches and
ma;‘ching countless miles through qust
and mud. His collapse was both phy-
sical and moral. He deserted, disguis-
ed himself as a French peasant, But
even this life was not left to him.
His whereabouts were discovered and
he was shot as a deserter, To Molly,
his fiancee, was given the horror of
seeing him whom she had thought
dead, as a plodding peasant tearful of
any strange eye, and to Bron, his wor-
shipper, was given the hardship of lis-
'tening while an officer gave a laugh-
Ing account of Victor’s execution. Vic-
.tor stands out as one of the most trag=
lc ironies of the war—a hero whom
the war broke.

“Rough Justice” is an excellent
book. It contributes to literature a
new sort of character, and it writes of
the war understandingly. Montague
strips war of its glamour, as most
recent writers have done. Now that
thg war is beginning to slip from our
minds, fiction-writers have turned to
it as a rich field of material for nov-
els. In the midst of the fiery heat
of the war, the boets sang their songs,
but today, from g Sreater perspective,
the novelists are writing of the war,
with little prejudice, and a great un-
derstanding.

IMPROVEMENTS ON
CAMPUS

It appears that many new and in-
teresting improvements have taken
place on campus during the last few
months of school wvacation. One of
the most important of these improve-
ments has been the change in the
heating . system of New London Hall
The heating system now consists of 4
vaporizing process, which will tend to
make the north side of New London
Hall as uniformly warm as the other
parts of the building. No more will
students be seen emerging from Room
206 as if from a cold shower bath, with
noses red and hands and feet tingling
with the cold. A new steam line has
also been laidoutto Thames Hall, This
new line serves to heat the Dining Hall,
and all the rest of the building besides.

The management of the kitchen, with
a view to enlargement and greater con-
venience, was an important improve-
ment connected with the Refectory.
The old dish-washing machine has
likewise been discarded for a new
steam-run process which washes and
dries the dishes practically all in one.

Due to the damaging results of «
thunder storm which demolished the
chimney, Blackstone now has a new
chimney.

The tennis courts have likewise re-
ceived their yearly supervision, and
are in fine form to play. Right next
to the tennis courts has been built a
small observatory for astronomy. BY
no means unimportant has been the
making of a new athletic field for the
use of the s‘tudoms this year, and =2
small nursery, well stocked with new
plants, including small evergreens, has
been added to the Botany department.
Repairs to roofs and drain pipes of
New London Hall and all the other
stone dormitories have also been
effected, and a new sidewalk leading to
the dining room is now in process of
construction. The equipment in the
power house has also been enlarged to
accommodate extra requircments in the
heating system.

All these listed improvemenis show
what rapid advance the college is mak-
ing in its step toward a more perfect
institution.
