Associate Professor of Art Robert Baldwin finds it odd to be
spending time discrediting a work of fiction. A scholar of Renaissance and
Baroque art. he has been giving lectures on "The Historical Leonardo:
Beyond the DaVinci Code" at local libraries and churches.

Usually a work of fiction is just t - fiction. But the bestselling book, The De Vinci Code by Dan Brown
purports to be based on schola search. While the book does correctly note Leonardo's interest in
androgynous figures, it make e highly unusual claims: that Mary Magdalene was the bride of Christ
and that Leonardo da Vinci ead of a secret society that guarded this knowledge throughout the ages.
1 think it's because of this c of historical research - and the fact that the book is everywhere in the
media - that I'm spending time ~bunking a work of fiction," says Baldwin, who believes that there is no
evidence to suggest that Jesus was ever married.

The CCscholar also disagrees with the novel's suggestion tnall~onardo painted the Magdalene at the right
hand of Christ in his famous "The Last Supper." "The Last Supper" is the most copied work in the history of
art," h says. "And no one has ever noticed a woman in the picfUre before, even when it was freshly
paint and in mint condition. An early copy even labels the supposed Magdalene figure as John:'

In his talks, Baldwin focuses on Leonardo's three greatest innovations: the importance of drawing, which
.grounded painting more deeply in nature and in artistic imagination; the adoption of oil painting with its
mysterious atmospheric space and spiritual infinity; and the feminization of nature and the sacred. it is
this latter characteristic of Leonardo's work that helps explain the "woman" in "The Last Supper." "Leonardo
endowed his spiritual imagery of nature and human nature with striking 'feminine' qualities visible in his
'Madonna of the Rocks' and 'Mona Lisa: Here he contributed to the ongoing 'feminization' of Christian
spirituality between 1200 -1700. His 'Last Supper' offers two 'feminized' spiritual presences: Christ's
beloved disciple, John, and Christ himself." According to Baldwin, The De Vinci Code is "not a conspiracy of
the Church but an example of clever writing and marketing, tapping into the modern interest in women's

spirituality."

A c1nnecttcut College professor with extensive ~nce in
supervising research students has been awarded $125,600 UV the Na-
tlonallnstitutes of Health (NIH) to hire a research technician and to pay
undergraduate students for their work with her on intensive, ongoing
cancer cell research.

Deborah Eastman, assistant professor of biology, who joined the Connecticut College faculty this year, is
researching the way Notch-responsive genes work. The Notch pathway is critical for determining cell types
in animal development. Alterations of genes in this pathway lead to a number of human diseases, includ-
ing cancer and Alzheimer's. Understanding how the genes are regulated will enhance the ability to deter-
mine how these diseases develop and to create cures and better treatments.

The NIHgrant fully funds the project for three years and will help pay for a research technician, two stu-
dents each of three summers and two senior students during the academic year. Eastman is working with
about 14 undergraduate students at Connecticut College each year in her Developmental Biology and Ad-
vanced Developmental Genetics courses on this important research project.

Previously, Eastman's research has been supported by the National Science Foundation and the Howard
Hughes Medical Institute. She holds a doctorate in microbiology from the University of Minnesota and did
post-doctoral training at Yale University and in Crete, Greece.

Steve Loomis, Jean c. Tempel '65 Professor of Biology, said of Eastman, "Her teaching program is fabulous,
and her research is strong.

Howes, who has been at Connecticut College since 1995, is an internati<mally recognized expert on labor and
the economy and has served as the auto Industry analyst for the Uniter Auto Work!ers In Detroit. Her work
focuses on Inequalities in the United States. Most recently, she has been researching fue link between low
wages paid to home care workers and the critical shortage of providers.

Over the next two years, Howes will work with a team of researchers from the healthcare and labor research
and education fields, most of who are based In California. Her project will extend her earlier research In San
Francisco. "Our question is a simple one," she said. "What makes home care a good enough job to attract
workers and keep them in the field? We have a few hypotheses, of course, based on my earlier research:
Decent wages and health benefits are part of the answer, but probably not the whole answer. The situation
facing home care workers Is similar to that facing many low wage care workers including other healthcare
workers and childcare workers. We hope that our research will provide results that will help people better
understand the situation of workers In these other fields as well:'

Howes holds a doctorate in economics from the University of California-Berkeley and a bachelor of arts
degree in Middle East languages and literature from Columbia University.

Peppard's first visit to Vietnam was as an American soldier In 1968-69. He did not return again
until he and two other professors led Connecticut College's first study away program to Hanoi In
1999. He returned with additional student groups In 2000 and 2001 and was named a Fulbright
Scholar to Vietnam In 2002.

Peppard's previous research was focused on U.S. economic issues, but Vietnam took him In a new
direction. He joined Jensen In studying the informal sector of the economy and has focused on
Hanoi's itinerant street sellers. Forty-one Connecticut College students have also assisted with the
project. Peppard and Jensen have co-published two scholarly papers and compiled more than
1,000 interviews with street vendors, mostly women who have temporarily migrated to Hanoi
from rural areas.

It is the sixth of August, 1945. The morning sun has just risen over the island of Japan,
and the city of Hiroshima is coming to life. At 8:15an apocalyptic flash cuts across the sky-
America has dropped the bomb. The fateful mission of the Enola Gay was the most
revolutionary exercise in modern science. But we must ask ourselves: did discovery result
inprogress? Have Einstein's relativity and Oppenheimer's atomic theory, undoubtedly great
discoveries, brought us progress or regress?
The destruction of Hiroshima and Nagaski cuts to the core of discovery and progress. The

general antidote to prevent falling back seems to be a blind struggle to move forward. But
this constant fear of standing still, of descending down the evolutionary ladder, may be
preventing us from taking the time to analyze the consequences of our steps "forward." The
discovery of America led to the pilgrim's progress, but also to the downfall of the American
Indian. Would further analysis of the effects of our actions, making use of our ability to
reason, be more effective than perpetuating forward
movement for the sake of leaving others behind?
One can choose to ignore the implications of progress, but one cannot control the

momentum of discovery. Discovery arrives in a flash of inspiration; progress is actively
sought and deliberately perpetuated. Though mankind may discover a revolutionary
scientific concept unexpectedly, progress consciously brings that discovery a step further.
This deliberate action is reflected in the definition of progress: a beneficial advancement.
Tovalidate our chosen steps forward, we would like to believe that progress results in only
positive change. However, as evident in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. progress clearly manifests
itself in negative ways. Similarly, the word discovery has a positive connotation based on
its association with progress, but in reality, mankind ignores discoveries that are disruptive
to what is culturally accepted by society.
Whether society deems a discovery to be beneficial or threatening, a discovery by nature

reveals truth, progressing toward better understanding of universal truths. In order for this
understanding to take place, we must transcend the cultural limitations imposed by society
and pursue the advancement of discoveries in many ways, realizing that our actions may
result in both positive and negative change. Only then will discovery and progress according
to their definitions truly arise.

I loved my time here at Connecticut College. I was introduced to a new world of opportunity. And there were no
constraints for me in becoming involved in new and different challenges. My professor in freshman American History
presented one of my first and quite memorable challenges. The class was given the assignment of writing a to-pege
paper in two weeks. I am certain that for all of you. that would be a snap! However. at my high school. I had never
written anything over three pages. Ten pages seemed like a book to me. Using the ingenuity that is a hallmark of
Connecticut College students. I wrote the paper. Needless to say. I used rather wide margins. A few days later. the
paper was returned to me. Written on the top were the words that my housernates In Branford remind me of to this
day; "You tend to ramble and digress. but reach sound conclusion." It is the "sound conclusion" part that I use as I go
forward every day. And now. not to ramble and digress. I present my address for the Connecticut College Class of
2004 which has to do with American History. I offer to you two words: "Critical thinking". I believe that critical
thinking is the key to our past, our present and our future. The Declaration of Independence In the second paragraph
reads: "We hold these truths to be self-evident. that all men are created equal. that they are endowed by their Creator
with certain unalienable Rights. that among these are Life. Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness."

The people who founded this nation spoke and wrote eloquently of equality. individual rights and freedom. Then why
were these concepts not extended to everyone In our new nation? Why was It that Indians of the First Nations and all
people enslaved were excluded? Indeed. why was It possible to have the Institution of slavery In a nation founded on
these principles? How could it be that those enslaved were counted as three-fifths of a person? And what consideration
was given to women? If men could vote. why exclude women? The granting of rights exclusively to all of the men who
are created equal was clearly inconsistent with the ideas expressed in the documents and In discussions that produced
the documents. One explanation given is that for the people of that time it was not inconsistent with the concepts In
our Declaration excludes some people. It was considered acceptable. Others argue that It was a matter of commerce.
The nation needed a strong economy to continue its existence. And. only the men who were "created equal" could
conduct this necessary commerce. These answers did not come close to satisfying me. After much critical thought,
consideration and debate. I arrived at a conclusion that finally made sense to me. Those who wrote the Declaration of
Independence were really saying. "We hold these truths to be self-evident. that all •of my friends' are created equal. .. "

"All of my friends" accurately expresses the thoughts of the day. Landowners. educated. wealthy European men and
their male descendants were those for whom the words were written. If you are not my friend and especially if you are
not qualifLedto become my friend. you had little chance for life. liberty and the pursuit of happiness. That bit of critical
thinking was very helpful to me. While I still found it totally unacceptable. I could at least better understand why this
grand inconsistency existed. The ability to ask "Why?" If something appears to be inconsistent is an essential skill for
the 21st Century. In fact. I found it rather useful in the last century during my adventures inrowing. I was Introduced to
rowing here at Connecticut College in my sophomore year. I loved it. It is an egalitarian sport in the sense that everyone
contributes equally to the team. It takes hard work and everyone depends on each other to meet the challenge. It also
offers a great deal of time for meditation on the water. Now. it may have been that I was doing too much meditation.
or I was too Interested In all of the other things that we do In our senior year for the last time. but It seemed to have
affected my performance. In 1974. my senior year at Connecticut College. Iwas demoted to junior varsity. How
humiliating! During the same conversation in which I was told of my JV fate. the Coach told me that he thought I could
make the 1976 Olympic Team! Now. that was seriously inconsistent. I applied critical thinking. After working to see
how these two concepts could fit together. I came to understand why the Coach made that statement to me. He had to
make certain that I would continue to row that season so that there could be a JV boat. Without me. there were not
enough athletes to flll a JV boat. It worked! I had a great time In that boat and our record was identical to the Varsity
that year! After graduation ceremonies. to the delight of my parents 1moved to Philadelphia to attend the University of
Pennsylvania Law School. I was interested in law because I believed it to be the language of power. I wanted to be able
to use that power to unveil other inconsistencies that prevented our nation from fulfilling its destiny. And not
incidentally. Philadelphia is home to the Vesper Boat Club. Vesper is world-renowned as a club dedicated to creating
World and Olympic Champions. I had decided to take on the challenge with which the Coach had condemned me to the
N.
Two years later. I was selected to be a member of the 1976 US Olympic Rowing Team.

And my life changed.



InJuly of1976, 1entered a unique community, the Olympic Village in Montreal. From the outside, it seemed to be a
normal housing development with grand buildings dressed with multicolored ribbons from top to bottom. But inside
was a community where each member had experienced success. Each athlete, coach or administrator had been
successfully chosen to become a member of his or her National Olympic Team. And you could feel the success and
respect for one another throughout the Olympic Village. We all knew that we would be competing for rare
distinctions, medals of gold, silver and bronze offered once every four years. We knew how hard we'd worked to
come this far. And we knew that there were too many of us for the few medals offered. We were women and men of
every size, color and shape. We would sit down at any table in the dining hall, which, by the way was open 24 hours a
day, and share a meal with an athlete from a country remote geographically as well as politically. We were joined
together in the spirit of mutual respect. At the end of the day, it did not matter whether you were a champion or
whether you had only made it through the first round. We were Olympians each with our own story. And we left with
a new respect for those we met, those we competed against and those we watched in competition. We left as
ambassadors for a world at peace. Not satisfied with a bronze medal. I continued to train for the 1980 Olympic
Games while finishing my law school and beginning the practice of law, I believed that I could win a gold medal. That
goal was shattered by yet another serious inconsistency that crossed my path. In early 1980, in an effort to stop
Soviet aggression against Afghanistan, our US Government decided to use our Olympic Team as a weapon against the
Soviet Union and announced a boycott of the Olympic Games in Moscow, The actions of our government were totally
Inconsistent with the concept of the Olympic Games, Olympians compete and live together In peace and build bridges
for better understanding. The decision was made to use an instrument of peace to fight the" cold war. n Then, as now,
USOlympians had not received a penny of assistance from the government for any training purpose. I felt then, and
feel today, that if a decision needed to be made regarding participation in the Olympic Games, that decision was solely
the prerogative of the athletes, 1had to stand against the government.

Alas, in the court of public opinion and in the court of law 1lost. Yet it was essential that we athletes had taken a
stand, We knew the important value of standing up for OUTbeliefs. Harriet Tubman, an extraordinarily brave
American, said: "I had reasoned this out in my mind, there was one of two things 1had a right to, liberty or death; if I
couldnot have one, I would have the other." Her critical thinking gave her a good idea of the risks before her and she
stood up against those risks. My experiences, first at Connecticut College and then with the Olympic Games, have
taught me the importance of critical thinking, Critical thinking is an essential tool for examining the many issues that
face us, And, we need to believe in the possibility of success as we solve those issues. Every athlete who enters the
OlympicVillagebelieves that they will meet with success.

Asyou take this step from academia to the world community, you have reason to meet with great success. But you
have to pay attention to what is going on around you. We are assaulted with claims of truth, with commercials
testifying to the good ot the product or the person. Do you really believe that the New York Times gives you" All the
news that's fit to print?" Do you believe that reality shows are real? Does Burger King really let you "Have it your
way"? Is Fox News really "Fair and balanced"? Print and electronic media keep telling us their truth on events of the
day. On most TV and radio stations and in newspapers, it is the same story given to us. And in a world where
journalists interview one another, what else can we expect? The concentration of media ownership makes it possible
to have music or information banned distribution. The editorial policy of that media conglomerate can be in the

position of silencing those views.

Unfortunately, the stories of success and kindness are rarely deemed appropriate as news. I believe that we can
successfully change this situation. In the late 60's and 70's, we shouted, "Question Authority!" Now, in the 21st
century we must employ critical thinking about authority. Is it really the truth they are telling us, or only the truth for
allof their friends? We are too experienced and too well educated to lead OUTlives as puppets. We cannot afford to
listensilently then nod oUTheads and move on. We must not squander OUTeducation. We dare not squander our
integrity.We must be brave to think critically. We must be free to believe in ourselves. Benjamin Franklin told us
that. "... Anyone who would sacrifice liberty for temporary security deserves neither security nor freedom."

Friends,our challenge is to live the final stanza of a song you have heard or sung hundreds of times. We must live up
to the promise in the final line of that anthem. I challenge all of us to make this true. Make it so that we live in "... The

landof the free and the home of the brave!"

Classof 2004, it is your choice!



Congratulations! Today is your day. You're off to great places! You're off and away! You have brains in your head. You
have feet in your shoes. You can steer yourself-any direction you choose."
So says Dr. Seuss in his wonderful book Oh. the Places You'll Go! When you go to those places, think of the place
you're leaving. Think of Connecticut College as a place. Think ofthe lessons you have learned here in 'Our Town:
Apply those lessons to the towns where you will live in the years to come. Remember 'Our Town" and make your town
like it. We talked a lot about the idea of place in my seminar on The City and Society. Six of my students are
graduating today. They are all great-like every one of you. I didn't think of assigning Dr. Seuss when we discussed the
idea of "place." I should have. We did use a book by the sociologists Anthony arum and Xiangming Chen. They tell us
that places are "specific locations in space that provide an anchor and a meaning to who we are." In other words, we
read meanings into places. At the same time, the places we occupy shape our identities, our values, and our character-
who we are. Surely that Is true of this Connecticut College place for every graduate sitting before me. Each of you has
read meaning into this place. Each of you has been shaped here over these last four years.

What kind of place Is Connecticut College?

Let's use our well-honed analytic skUlsin answering that question. To analyze something Is to take It apart-to identify
its components. You can analyze Connecticut College as a place in many ways. I think about the College first as a
natural and built environment. second, as a social and political system, and third, as a place where a particular lifestyle
prevails. Look around you at the natural and built environment that is Connecticut College. Notice our concern with its
preservation and our commitment to passing it on to the generations to come. In this place, buildings from the past are
preserved and restored, not sacked and replaced willy-nilly, as Is too often our American habit. These old buildings
remind us of our place In history. They serve to connect us with the students who preceded us. They give us roots. The
entire College Is an arboretum-7S0 acres of park, some designed, and some wild. Here we've created a balance
between the natural and built environment. Even more important, we've tended to our public spaces-the playing fields,
the lawns and gardens, the ponds and paths that provide us with a variety of pleasures. Unlike so many places outside
these precincts, public space here Is kept beautiful.

Nearly a half century ago, the economist and statesman John Kenneth Galbraith characterized America as too
frequently a place of private affluence and public squalor. Our concern for the environment has improved since he
published The Affluent Society. But it Is not an exaggeration to say that we are increasingly a nation of gated
communities. We privatize pretty spaces and invest in them, while we let our public spaces deteriorate. Remember as
you leave Connecticut College how much better it would be if we constructed our towns like this town. all, you may be
thinking, we do have a wall around our campus. Maybe we're Just another kind of gated community. There may even
be an element of truth in that idea. Yet I would argue to the contrary that our wall Is low, our gates are open, and the
non-college public is almost always welcome here-Floralia being the big exception. (Parents and friends who have
never heard of Flotalla, please forget I even mentioned itl)

Moreover. unlike gated communities of homogenous prtvllege, we have purposely built a uniquely diverse town. The
society and politics of the College is the second defining component of Its placeness. Students, faculty and staff are
drawn from every walk of life in the United States and around the world. People interact with one another. Here they
recognize and respect differences. Here they find deep commonalities. Here they construct new unities. The economic
and racial segregation that dominates elsewhere finds no home in this College.

Perfect we are not. Every student at Connecticut College knows that we have been building a genuinely pluralistic
community and that we have much work before us. But our expectations are very high and our progress has been far
greater than in the so-called real world.

We are an egalitarian society In ways that may be less apparent. In a country where top management gets
compensated at two or three hundred times the wages of the lowest paid workers, we reduce inequality by a whole
order of magnitude. We prove that it is possible to have an economic organization full of the most talented people and
yet keep economic inequality under control. We are what our country used to be Just a generation or two ago. We are
what a better America and world could look like if you graduates make it so.

We are not only a relatively egalitarian community when it comes to wages and salaries, we are also a community of
shared governance and active political participation. Students, faculty, staff and trustees collectively allocate our
resources, establish our policies, and plan our future. Students and staff sit on virtually every important committee in
the College,including the committee that shapes our annual budget. We prove that a true constitutional democracy is
not only possible, but that it is the best possible system for managing a $100 million annual budget.

Remember the model we provide when you graduates help shape the governance of your towns, your companies, and
yourorganlzations-a day that will come sooner than you think.

Remember, too, the life style that defines this place. You students have spent four years putting the liberal arts into
action.You've been reading books. creating works of art, solving scientific problems. You've been engaging your
intellectswith the world In rigorous ways. You have been thinking and you have been doing. You have been interns.
Youhave provided thousands of hours of community service. You have studied abroad and traveled the world-not as
passive tourists, but as active learners and doers. You have tended to your minds. and you have tended to your
bodies.Youhave recognized that mind and body together form a unity that must be kept in balance. You have
recognizedthat team work wins out-whether on the playing fields, in student government. or in academic projects.

Whenyou leave this place. when you leave our town and start to build your towns, keep up your Connecticut College
lifestyle.

Keepactive. Keep thinking.

Useyour leadership skills to make the world a place that ismore beautiful, a place that is more equitable, a place that

is truly Just.

Remember the place that Connecticut College Is-the place Connecticut College has been for you. Remember the
lessonsyou have learned here. Apply those lessons to the "places you'll go."

"So: as Dr. Seuss says. "be your name Buxbaum or Bixby or Bray-or Mordecai AliVan Allen O'Shea-you're off to
great Places! Today is your day!"

The other day, in the college bookstore, my mother decided to buy me a diploma frame. "Great!" I said, "I'll have my
secretary hang it in the office!"

"Well," she said, "some day you might have an office."

"Are you hiring?"

She sighed, "Welt Dan, what do philosophers do after college?"

In theory, philosophers live with uncomfortable questions. We constantly ask if what we're doing is right. Like little
children, we are always asking why? Or, at least, we write papers about people like that.

To be a philosopher is a luxury. Most people get dropped into life's paradoxes like Blinko Balls, but philosophers tend to
cook up their own dilemmas.

Fortunately, most philosophical problems are like bug bites - they will stop itching if you ignore them. The unresolved
issues of truth, art, and trees falling in forests, slip away unnoticed with the first whiff of lasagna. Children, however, are
difficult to ignore. When I was five years old, my parents called their marriage quits. Now that the union was over, the
big question was: what to do with the child?

Because my father was a career man and because my mother had carried me already, I ended up with her. On the Fourth
of July, my dad moved out. That evening, my mom and I watched "Chostbusters," sobbing as if the film were some sort of
ghost tragedy. We finished our first day of the new life by eating ice cream until we fell asleep on the living room floor.

We imagined ourselves as settlers on the frontier. Instead of rattlesnakes, starvation, and the pox; we tried to cut down
on TV dinners and keep me in my bed for a whole night. We each helped out in our important ways. She would take care
of bills, meals, and driving; and Iwould sing Bruce Springsteen to our guests. Morale was the household's main concern.

In the early days after the divorce, I was basically allowed to be a psycho. I ran through the supermarket with my He-
Man helmet and sword, attacking elderly shoppers, stabbing their Wonderbread to death. I invited homeless people to
stay in our house. And for a brief while, Iwondered aloud to family members whether I might not be the second Jesus
Christ. I think my mom actually enjoyed the rampages, if only because the alternative was worse: me drifting through the
house like a melancholy Socrates, pushing the question, "Why, morn?"

Mymother used to stay up late in the dangerous company of her doubts. While she slumped over the kitchen table,
revising endless To-Do lists, a question sat beside her. "How do you know he'll turn out alright?"

Indeed, this was an experiment. Remove the father figure to a weekly dinner commitment, and leave one mother with a
full-time job to do the work of two parents. In theory, he will be raised half as well.

We were somewhat of an oddity in the neighborhood; mother and son. To help me practice pitching, my mom would don
the glove of her ex-husband and make like a catcher in the front yard. While dads down the street were bullying their
sons into throwing hard, my mom and I played nerve-wracking rounds of catch. To make a wild pitch, or worse, to hurt
one another, was to reveal weakness to the neighbors. Consequently, our version of catch looked more like an egg-
throwing contest than baseball.

"How do you know," she must have wondered, "if he'll tum out alright?"

In sixth grade, I selected my first girlfriend solely on the fact that she had the biggest chest in school. Perhaps troubled by
my interpretation of manhood, my mother enlisted cousins, coaches, and friends' dads to reinforce my father's influence.
Still, it took years to invent a macho persona. Thanks to my mom, my musical tastes were as gay as an orange.
However, with pressure from friends, I eventually turned against Bette Midler and Barbara Streisand, and I forgot about
the Tonys altogether.

When philosophers find themselves in an undesirable position, they lean back from the problem. They approach it from a
new angle. Because philosophers get in trouble when they are locked too long in an internal debate. Their insight becomes
stale and they lose orientation.
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That is the story of my mother and me during the teenage years. In middle school, 1seemed destined for jail. Besides
smoking in the woods and discovering the tawdry world of Internet pornography. 1became a local vandal. One night.
I lit a neighbor's lawn on fire with shaving cream and threw pumpkins into their pool. Since 1was the only kid on our
secluded dead end road, the crime was easily solved. As punishment, 1spent weeks raking leaves across that charred
lawn. Near the end of autumn that year, some high school kids drove over their yard and demolished my leaf piles.
When 1heard the screeching of tires that night. 1ran over in dismay. Then 1threw their Hibachi into the pool.

Here is a fact that philosophers sometimes fail to acknowledge: humans are not wholly rational actors. When 1was a
senior in high school. my mother and 1lived in a constant state of quarrel. Our time together was dwindling. and the
easiest thing to do was yell at each other. Daily screaming and crying eventually eased my apprehension about
leavinghome. and it turned my mother on to many new kinds ofwtne.

Suddenly. Iwas a freshman at Connecticut College. and the adventure of my mom and me was over. Thirteen years of
lifeon the frontier. and now 1was moving out. 1had broken the non-abandonment pact between us. and for what? To
livein a dorm where Instant Messenger chimes like cathedral bells through the hallway?

Mymom set up an 800-number to the house. like a hotline for lonely sons. 1worried: who will do all the dumb. burly
stuff like put up ladders and the storm windows before winter? 1wondered. who will turn off the television and gently
wake my mother from the recliner?

Yet. things got easier for me. 1fell in love with the college. In between water polo games. improv shows. and fifteen-
page papers, 1tried to keep my mom informed. Yet. 1 felt us veer apart. not in severe rifts. but like continents inching
away from each other.

When 1return home. however, time becomes nothing at all and 1relive our struggle; my mom and 1making salad
against the world, decorating the Christmas tree against the world.

At one time in my life, all 1wanted was to hear my mom sing. 1told her she was more beautiful and melodious than
evenWhitney Houston. Now, 1go home for break and tell her her books are dumb. and make her eat soy dogs. lt is
easy to see faults in your parents, espectally once you've seen them in a bathing suit.

Have 1learned anything from philosophy?

In lntto, Philosophy classes. they tell to you never to take the premises for granted. Perhaps if 1had paid more
attention in class, it wouldn't have taken me until graduation to ask, "Mom. why did you never give up on mer

Seniors, we might all ask the same question of why we are even loved at all. You may not get an answer. Though. a
warm. pleasant sensation may fill you nonetheless. Just look at the incredulous expression on your parents' faces. If
your parents are anything like mine. they are truly astonished that you turned out so well.

And take a look at this ceremony we are sharing. Realize the hours spent arranging your chairs. the way the grass is
meticulously cut beneath your feet, and feel the soft, pillowy fabric of your underwear. There is a lot to be grateful

for.

Mom.in case you were wondering, the diploma frame is coming home with me. In my bedroom, next to the Mario
Brothers' drawings and the Little League trophies. In the place where, sixteen years ago, our adventure began.

Life, I think, is made up of stages, which merge one into the other. The trick of it is to know when you
have left one stage and are in another. You can reach adult years with the altitudes of a child. Or you
can live in full consciousness of childhood, of adolescence, of adulthood, maturity, and age. What
does it mean to become an adult? It means becoming responsible for your world - for the world of
history, which you didn't make, and for the world of the future, which you wUl help to shape, This, I
think, is the fate of human beings - that we stand between the past and the future.



To assume this kind of responsibility for your world you need two important qualities. The first is
imagination. and the second is respect. By imagination Imean the capacity to take seriously feelings
and ideas you have never experienced yourself. Imean the ability to project yourself into the unknown.
to refuse to be bound by one's own provinciality. by the limits of one's own physical existence. This
quality of imagination is the most miraculous of all the human qualities. With imagination you can
realize the inestimable privilege of being inside another human being as he seeks for assurance and
clarity in his life. It gives us the possibility of living an experience we have not had. There is no more
precious. no more wonderful quality; it enables us to come to grips with the future in the present, and
to anticipate before we love and suffer.

The second quality Imentioned is respect. By respect Imean this: The best clue to the world of the
future is the past. To those who have lived before us, and to. their wor~s. we ow~ respect. whether we
agree or whether we understand. By struggling with the residue of their h~man l~ves,you :"Ill dev.elop

the imagination to form the future, and you will discover the standards to Judge It.by. At times this

b . Btl would remind you too that only those who have their feet firmly plantedprocess may e serious. u
on the ground can indulge ln a truly hearty laugh."
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
